Two Paths to Whiskered Wonders:
Orthosiphon pallidus can be propagated through two methods:

1. Seed Starting:

The  Hunt:  Seed  availability  can  be  tricky.  Check
specialty online retailers, or if you’re lucky enough to
have a mature plant already, harvest seeds from its
dried flower spikes.
Sowing the Magic:

Use  a  well-draining  seed  starting  mix  and  sow
seeds shallowly.
Mist the soil and cover the tray with a humidity
dome or plastic wrap to retain moisture.
Place in a warm, brightly lit location, but out of
direct sunlight.
Germination typically takes 2-4 weeks. Be patient!

Transplanting Triumph: Once seedlings have developed two
sets of true leaves, transplant them into individual
pots filled with well-draining soil.

2. Stem Cuttings:

The Snip: In spring or early summer, select healthy,
non-flowering stems. Cut a 4-6 inch section just below a
leaf node (the point where a leaf emerges).
Preparing the Cuttings:

Remove the leaves from the bottom inch of the
stem.
Dip the cut end in rooting hormone (optional, but
recommended).

Potting  Up:  Plant  the  cuttings  in  a  well-draining
potting mix, burying the bottom node.
Creating  a  Humid  Haven:  Cover  the  pot  with  a  clear
plastic bag or use a humidity dome to maintain moisture.
Rooty Results: In 4-6 weeks, gently tug on the cuttings
– resistance means roots! Gradually acclimate them to



normal humidity before transplanting.

Caring for Your New Whiskered Companions:
Whether  you’ve  nurtured  seedlings  or  rooted  cuttings,
providing  the  right  environment  is  key:

Light: Orthosiphon pallidus thrives in bright, indirect
light.  Avoid  direct  sunlight,  as  it  can  scorch  the
leaves.
Water: Water thoroughly when the topsoil feels dry, but
don’t let the plant sit in waterlogged soil.
Humidity:  Being  a  tropical  plant,  it  appreciates
moderate  humidity.  Consider  using  a  pebble  tray  or
humidifier.
Fertilizer:  Feed  with  a  balanced  liquid  fertilizer
diluted to half strength every 4-6 weeks during the
growing season (spring and summer).

A Rewarding Journey:
Propagating Orthosiphon pallidus may require some patience,
but seeing those new leaves unfurl and flourish is incredibly
rewarding. By following these steps, you’ll soon have a garden
filled with the unique charm – and potential health benefits –
of this amazing "Whiskered Cat."
